Message from the Pastor Mensgje del Pastor

Dearly Beloved in Christ:

Happy Pentecost Sunday! Today we commemorate
the fulfillment of the promise of Jesus Christ to His followers:
“I will ask the Father, and he will give you another
Advocate to be with you always, the Spirit of truth” (John
14:16-17a). It is only by the grace of the Holy Spirit that we
are able to live as sons and daughters of God, profess the
name of Jesus as the Savior of the world, and give witness to
the promise of the Resurrection.

The Spirit, who is the Advocate, enables us to live as
God’s children in ways that are beyond our abilities. The Spirit
is the bond of charity, for “in one Spirit we were all baptized
into one body, whether Jews or Greeks, slaves or free
persons, and we were all given to drink of one Spirit”. At
Pentecost, the Spirit confirms our oneness by descending on
the disciples while they were all gathered in prayer in one
place (cf. Acts 2:1). Thus, each time we gather together as
Christ’s disciples, the Spirit is present in our midst.

At Pentecost, the disciples were empowered to give
witness to Christ. We see this remarkably manifested in St.
Peter who, prior to Pentecost, was timid, but after receiving
the grace of the Holy Spirit, spoke out boldly about the gift of
salvation in Jesus Christ.

We, too, who have received the Holy Spirit at
Baptism and Confirmation are called to participate boldly in
the mission of the Church, starting from our local parish.
Remember, it was while they gathered in prayer that the Holy
Spirit came down upon them. How are you actively involved in
the life and mission of the Church here in our Holy Family
Parish? Perhaps God has placed a desire in your heart to
participate more in our parish through volunteering — what
are you waiting for? Be not afraid!

The Spirit gives life. In societies today, human life is
under great attack. | would like to encourage us to actively
support the “No Taxpayer Abortion Campaign”, which is
being organized by the US Conference of Catholic Bishops.
The aim of this campaign is to raise greater awareness about
the threats to human life and to specifically ask all
constituents to strongly petition federal legislators to uphold
the Hyde Amendment of 1976, which is in place to prevent
tax dollars from funding abortion directly. | have already
signed up to support this campaign; will you?
