Message from the Pastor Mensaje del Pastor 
Dearly Beloved in Christ: 
 Throughout human history, humans have always 
instinctively recognized the reality of a Higher Being. The religious 
artifacts and heritage of ancient cultures bear witness to this. This 
Higher Being is variously understood and worshiped in a myriad of 
ways, a fact which was underscored by St. Paul during his speech 
at the Areopagus in Athens (see: Acts 17:22-27). As Christians, we 
recognize and profess this “Higher Being” to be God. But Who is 
God?  

 Today’s feast – the Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity – 
is God’s own answer to that question. God who is the Source of all 
has revealed to us the essence of God’s being. God is a 
community of love, consisting of the Father, the Son and the Holy 
Spirit. God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Spirit are 
equal in their divinity. The Divine Persons, though distinct, are 
equal in their Godhead.  

 God’s self-revelation is an act of Divine Love, which is 
fully displayed in the economy of salvation. That is, the Father 
sends His Only Begotten Son, Jesus Christ, who is the Second 
Person of the Blessed Trinity, as a manifestation of God’s love and 
for the redemption of all (see, for instance, John 3:16). And the 
Holy Spirit proceeds from the Father and the Son – the Spirit that 
is given to all believers and Who confirms us in love as sons and 
daughters of God (see: Romans 8:14-17).  

 We are already God’s children now, called in hope to 
reign with God and all the holy ones for all eternity (cf. 1 John 3:1-
2). Let us therefore always bear in mind that the primary source 
of our dignity comes from the fact that we are God’s children. 
Nothing else can surpass this truth! And as God’s children, let us 
seek to always imitate God in His love: Beloved, let us love one 
another, because love is of God; everyone who loves is begotten 
by God and knows God. Whoever is without love does not know 
God, for God is love (1 John 4:7-8). God’s love fills us with 
gratitude, which in turn orients us toward others.  

 We are grateful to God for the four young men who will 
be ordained to the priesthood next Saturday. One of them, 
Deacon Chad, will be celebrating his first Solemn Mass of 
Thanksgiving at our parish (in St. Mary’s Cathedral-basilica, on 
Sunday, June 6 at the 12:30PM Mass). All are invited. Pease see 
page 10 for a portrait and brief autobiography of Deacon Chad.   

We are one Holy Family Parish, united in the joy of the 
Holy Spirit and in charity, as missionary disciples, amen!

 A lo largo de la historia de la humanidad, los seres 
humanos siempre han reconocido instintivamente la realidad 
de un Ser Superior. Los artefactos religiosos y el patrimonio de 
las culturas antiguas dan testimonio de ello. Este Ser Superior 
es entendido y adorado de diversas maneras, un hecho que 
fue subrayado por San Pablo durante su discurso en el 
Areópago de Atenas (ver: Hechos 17: 22-27). Como cristianos, 
reconocemos y profesamos que este "Ser Superior" es Dios.

 La fiesta de hoy, la solemnidad de la Santísima 
Trinidad, es la propia respuesta de Dios a esa pregunta.

Y el Espíritu Santo procede del 
Padre y del Hijo, el Espíritu que se da a todos los creyentes y 
que nos confirma en amor como hijos e hijas de Dios (ver: 
Romanos 8: 14-17). 
 Ya somos hijos de Dios ahora, llamados con la 
esperanza de reinar con Dios y todos los santos por toda la 
eternidad (cf. 1 Juan 3: 1-2). Por lo tanto, tengamos siempre 
presente que la fuente principal de nuestra dignidad proviene 
del hecho de que somos hijos de Dios. ¡Nada más puede 
superar esta verdad! Y como hijos de Dios, busquemos 
siempre imitar a Dios en su amor: Amados, amémonos unos a 
otros, porque el amor es de Dios; todo el que ama es 
engendrado por Dios y conoce a Dios. El que no tiene amor no 
conoce a Dios, porque Dios es amor (1 Juan 4: 7-8). El amor de 
Dios nos llena de gratitud, que a su vez nos orienta hacia los 
demás.
