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Message from the Pastor Mensgse del Pastor

Dearly Beloved in Christ:

Happy New Year! In the Church’s liturgical
calendar, we begin the New Year with the celebration
of the Solemnity of the Blessed Virgin Mary, the
Mother of God. Precisely what does the Church mean
by calling Mary the Mother of God? Certainly this
doesn’t mean that Mary is the Source of the Holy
Trinity! Rather, Mary is the Mother of Jesus Christ who
is truly God and fully man. Thus, as the Mother of the
Second Person of the Blessed Trinity, she is rightly
called Mother of God — Theotokos in Greek, which
translates as “God-bearer”.

In today’s Second Reading, we are presented
with a solid Scriptural foundation for the doctrine of
Theotokos. St. Paul, writing to the Galatian community
says: “When the fullness of time had come, God sent
his Son, born of a woman” (Galatians 4:4; emphases
added). Mary is that woman for Christ, the eternally
begotten Son of God, at the appointed time, “was
incarnate of the Virgin Mary by the power of the Holy
Spirit”. Christ became man so as to ransom us from sin
and death, and to make us into the adopted children
of God. Thus, today’s feast is also a cause for great
celebration for all believers, for Mary, the Mother of
God, is also our mother.

Many people will be making New Year’s
resolutions. May ours include a strong desire to walk
closely with the Virgin Mary, our Mother, by imitating
her virtues and examples. As our Mother, she desires
for all of her children to be in heaven and she is readily
available to assist us in the journey of life. The saints
encourage us to do so, having themselves experienced
her to be a loving mother and a reliable helper. St.
Basil the Great for instance has the following
encouraging words: “O sinner, be not discouraged, but
have recourse to Mary in all your necessities. Call her
to your assistance, for such is the divine Will that she
should help in every kind of necessity”.

Daily recitation of the Holy Rosary is one
practical and very beneficial way to walk closely with
the Blessed Virgin Mary. When we pray the Rosary, we
meditate on the mysteries of our redemption, calling
on the Blessed Mother to intercede for us “now and at
the hour of our death!” If you already pray the Rosary
regularly, | encourage you to keep it up; if not,
consider starting today, even if all you can do is pray
but a decade of the rosary. Keep at it and eventually, it
would become a healthy habit that you form.

We are: one Holy Family Parish, united in the
joy of the Holy Spirit and in charity, as missionary
disciples, amen!

Precisamente, équé
quiere decir la Iglesia al llamar a Maria Madre de
Dios? jCiertamente esto no significa que Maria sea
la Fuente de la Santisima Trinidad! Mas bien, Maria
es la Madre de Jesucristo, que es verdaderamente
Dios y plenamente hombre. Asi, como Madre de la
Segunda Persona de la Santisima Trinidad, se la
llama con razén Madre de Dios — Theotokos en
griego, que se traduce como “portadora de Dios”.

En la segunda lectura de hoy, se nos
presenta un soélido fundamento biblico para la
doctrina de Theotokos.

Maria es aquella mujer para Cristo, el Hijo
eternamente engendrado de Dios, en el tiempo
sefalado, “se encarné de la Virgen Maria por obra
del Espiritu Santo”. Cristo se hizo hombre para
rescatarnos del pecado y de la muerte, y para
convertirnos en hijos adoptivos de Dios. Asi, la
fiesta de hoy es también motivo de gran
celebracién para todos los creyentes, porque Maria,
la Madre de Dios, es también nuestra madre.

Mucha gente hara resoluciones de Afo
Nuevo. Que el nuestro incluya un fuerte deseo de
caminar de cerca con la Virgen Maria, nuestra
Madre, imitando sus virtudes y ejemplos. Como
nuestra Madre, ella desea que todos sus hijos estén
en el cielo y esta disponible para ayudarnos en el
camino de la vida. Los santos nos animan a hacerlo,
habiéndolo experimentado ellos mismos como una
madre amorosa y una ayuda confiable. San Basilio
el Grande, por ejemplo, tiene las siguientes
palabras de aliento: “Oh pecador, no te desanimes,
sino acude a Maria en todas tus necesidades.
Lldmenla en su ayuda, porque tal es la Voluntad
divina que ella los ayude en toda clase de
necesidad”.

El rezo diario del Santo Rosario es una forma
practica y muy beneficiosa de caminar de cerca con
la Santisima Virgen Maria. Cuando rezamos el
Rosario, meditamos en los misterios de nuestra
redencién, llamando a la Santisima Madre a
interceder por nosotros “ahora y en la hora de
nuestra muerte”. Si ya rezas el Rosario con
regularidad, te animo a que lo sigas haciendo; si no,
considere comenzar hoy, incluso si todo lo que
puede hacer es rezar una década del rosario.
Manténgalo y eventualmente, se convertird en un
habito saludable que formara.
